On an average day, more than
700 citizens walk through the doors
of the Leonardtown Library, taking
for granted what a small group of
citizens only dreamed about nearly
60 years ago - a public hbrary for
everyone to use and enjoy. Thanks to
the determination of these dedicated
citizens and a gift from Mary
Patterson Davidson of Mechanicsville,
their dream was realized when the
Leonardtown Library celebrated its
opening on October 15, 1950 in the
historic Tudor Hall Mansien, which
today serves as the home for the St.
Mary’s County Historical Society.
During its tenure at Tudor Hall,
the Leonardtown Library saw an

Goode Trash Removal is providing significant assistance
to help Leonardtown residents promote recycling and improve
recycling participation. Town officials hope that residents are
using (heir new, wheeled recycling container. The larger lote is
designed so that all acceptable recycling items can be “single
streamed” (inter-mixed) in one container, making it easier for
residents and customers to recycle. In other words, “no more
sorting”!

Recycling for Commercial Customers

Currently, only cardboard recycling is available to
commercial customers. In the coming months, the Town will
be working with Goode Trash Removal to offer single stream
recycling to commercial customers just as it does
to residential customers. This would obviously
keep refuse out of the waste stream, and has the

potential to save customers money.

Trash Collection

The Leonardtown Council recently awarded the Town’s
residential and commercial trash collection contract to Goode
Trash Removal. The new rates were reflected on the bill you
received at the end of September.

Residential trash is collected every Tuesday and Friday.
Trash is accepted in 30-gallon cans with lids, cans on wheels,
or toters issued by Goode Trash Removal. To guarantee col-
lection, trash should be set out the night before or by 6:00 a.m.
on the day of pick-up.

Bulk trash pickup will be made on Wednesday, December
5.2007.

Fall Leaf Pick-Up

As part of its trash colleclion service, Goode
Trash Service will pick up bagged leaves set out
by Town residents on regularly scheduled trash
collection days. This service 1s limited to 5 bags of leaves per
household per collection day. Any remaining bags may be set
out for pickup on the next trash collection day, but still observ-
ing the 5-bag limit. Please do not place piles of loose leaves in
the street, as this is not part of the trash disposal service.

Make Note of Upcoming Holiday Trash and
Recycling Pick-Up Days!

Goode Trash Service will adjust their pick-up schedule as
follows for the upcoming holidays:

Week of Thanksgiving: Trash will be collected on
Tuesday and Friday. Recyclables will be collected on Friday.

Weeks of Christmas and New Year’s:  Trash will be
picked up on Wednesday and Friday. Recyclables will be
collected on Thursday.

Without Significant Rainfall, The Drought Continues.. . .

Increases in water demand from the public water system,
the on going drought and a delay in receiving the permanent
water appropriations permit for the newly constructed well
in Leonardtown have prompted the Commissioners of
Leonardtown to temporarily ban outdoor water use by all
Leonardtown residents. Outdoor watering can only be done
by a handheld hose and not an automatic sprinkler. Residents
are urged to use water wisely and to utilize other water
conservation measures as well. Water is a precious resource
that is often unnecessarily wasted.

A few water saving suggestions are:

* Repair leaking faucets, pipes, toilets, hoses, nozzles, ctc.

e Replace old fixtures. install water-saving devices

e Take shorter showers

e  Place a bucket in the shower to collect the start-up cold water,
then recycle it to water plants

Turn off water while shaving and brushing teeth

Run only full dishwasher loads

Mulch around plants and shrubs

The library catalog,
free online databases, free downloadable books and movies, and even a reference
service, AskUsNow! are available 24/7 through the Library’s Internet branch.

It’s no surprise that the Leonardtown Library has once again outgrown its space.
According to a recently conducted library services and facilities study, county
residents need., and want, more library space. In the study, a 40,000 sq. ft. library
in Leonardtown is recommended to accommodate current and projected population
growth. The Board of County Commissioners has included the Leonardtown Library
renovation and expansion in their Recommended Capital Projects: $180.000 in Fiscal
Year 2009 and $8.1 million in Fiscal Year 2013.

Bearing in mind Leonardtown Library's future renovation and expansion needs,
we are now left to wonder.....what will be the next chapter in the history of the
Leonardtown Armory building and the Leonardtown Library?
